National Tour and Tier 1 rankings
Saturday: 
A Tier 1 single world record status WA 70 round for  
recurve and WA 50 for compound and barebow. 30 
seconds per arrow timing (this means you will have 
a total of 180 seconds to shoot 6 arrows). Followed 
by head-to-head eliminations. 

Sunday: 
Tier 2+ world record status WA double 70/50m 
round, shot in four minute ends. There will be no 
practice before the start of the second round.

Entry fee
£56 for the weekend. There are no single day  
purchases. 
If you cancel your entry 28 days or more before 
the event, then you will receive a refund less 20%. 
If you cancel after the 28-day limit, there is no 
refund.
